Latin Amer ican and Latino Studies, University of I llinois at Chicago  
 
On March 1st and 2nd of 2007 the University of Illinois at Chicago Latin American Studies 
Program, through its Immigrant Mobilization Research Project, will be hosting a two day 
conference, Marching for Change: Chicago in the National Immigrant Movement.

LALS IMMIGRANT MOBILIZATION RESEARCH PROJECT. 
The March 10th and May 1st mobilizations are the first national level mobilizations in U.S. 
history to be spearheaded by Latinos.  They are also the first national mobilizations to focus on 
the rights of undocumented immigrants.  An important feature of the immigrant movement is 
that it reflects new and unprecedented connections among immigrant rights, civil rights and 
workersÕ rights.  In April, 2006 LALS faculty Nilda Flores-Gonzalez and Amalia Pallares in 
collaboration with Cedric Herring and Maria Krysan UIC Sociology professors along with more 
than a dozen faculty members and over 25 graduate and undergraduate students initiated the 
Immigrant Mobilization Research Project.  The purpose of this project is to study the multiple 
aspects of the contemporary immigrant movement including the political conditions, resources, 
processes and ideological frames that relate to the movement. Researchers are conducting a 
variety of studies on the role of different social, cultural and political institutions in shaping and 
framing the movement and in mobilizing participants, as well as the role of the movement in 
shaping political processes and policies.   



 
Two books have been recent Published by LALS Faculty. 
"Latinos and Citizenship: The Dilemma of Belonging", edited by Suzanne Oboler. This book 
explores the extent to which the varied political status of Latinos is changing the meaning of 
citizenship in the United States. It brings together broad theoretical considerations of citizenship 
with discussion of historical and contemporary case studies pertaining to Latinos and current 
debates on citizenship. The essays are grounded in Latinos' historical and continuing struggles 
against exclusion, and include discussions on such issues as dual citizenship, Latinos' multiple 
national allegiances, transnational political and social participation, as well as their complex 
political and social status and regional cultural citizenship and loyalties.  
 
"Dangerous Speech: A Social History of Blasphemy in Colonial MŽxico", by Javier Villa- 
Flores.  This book is the first systematic treatment of blasphemous speech in colonial Mexico. 
This engaging social history examines the representation of blasphemy as a sin and a crime, and 
its repression by the Spanish Inquisition. Villa-Flores offers an innovative interpretation of the 
social uses of blasphemous speech by focusing on specific groupsÑ conquistadors, Spanish 
settlers, Spanish women, and slaves of both gendersÑ as a lens to examine race, class, and 
gender relations in colonial Mexico. He finds that multiple motivations led people to resort to 
blasphemy through a gamut of practices ranging from catharsis and gender self-fashioning to 
religious rejection and active resistance. Dangerous Speech is a valuable resource for students 
and scholars of colonialism, the social history of language, Mexican history, and the changing 
relations of gender, class, and ethnicity in colonial Latin America.
