 Athletics 
 

On average, about 72% of Notre Dame freshman lettered in a varsity sport while in 
high school, so it’s reasonable to expect that most of you will want to continue playing 
sports, even if you don’t think varsity is for you (for most of us, it isn’t).  Don’t worry!  
There are tons of ways for you to keep playing that favorite sport, or to try a completely 
new one!  If organized sports aren’t for you, then Notre Dame has a lot of exercise facilities.  
There’s the Knute Rockne Memorial (the Rock) at the end of South Quad, where you can 
find a pool, weights, basketball and racquetball courts, and a fitness room.  If you want to 
walk a little further, there’s more equipment and more modern conveniences at Rolf’s 
Sports Recreation Center.  It’s near the JACC and it has stationary machines, weights, 
basketball courts, an indoor track, and an indoor soccer/roller hockey court. 
 Throughout the year, there will be different once a year events, like Late Night 
Olympics, the Domer Run, one night soccer and volleyball tournaments, and the most 
famous- Bookstore Basketball.  Bookstore takes place in the spring, and sometimes the 
names of the teams are more fun than the games!  However, there is some quality 
basketball to be seen.  There are a wide range of teams; some are there just to have fun and 
some are more competitive.  But, all of them are lots of fun to watch.  On a more regular 
basis, however, there are basically three levels of non-varsity competition: 
 
Club	
  Sports:	
  
These sports are on a level between varsity and intramurals.  Club sports compete against 
other schools in the Midwest, and they hold regular practices.  They’re pretty competitive, 
and they’re a good way to get to know a tight-knit group of people.  Club sports include 
Aikido, Bowling, Boxing, Climbing, Equestrian, Field Hockey, Figure Skating, Gymnastics, 
Judo, Martial Arts, Pom Pons, Sailing, Skiing, Tai Chi/Kung Fu, Ultimate Frisbee and Water 
Polo. 
 
Co-­‐Rec	
  Sports:	
  
These are the sports that students organize themselves.  They usually take place at Rolf’s.  
They can be either co-ed or single-sex, and the sports range from Broomball to Lacrosse to 
Basketball to Indoor Soccer to Flag Football, and just about anything else you could ever 
think of!  They are a great way to have fun and to be active. 
 
Interhall	
  Sports:	
  
These are basically the intramurals that most people participate in.  There’s a lot of dorm 
spirit to be found!  The competition isn’t as intense as club sports, but there is definitely a 
pretty high level of intensity.  The different dorms compete against each other, and it’s 
very similar to a level of play found in most high schools.  These sports are a great way to 
get to know the upperclassmen in the dorm, and, since Badin is on the small side, you really 
get to know a lot of people.  As for Badin itself, we have a tradition of high participation 
percentages, and we take pride in our success- we refuse to let our size prevent us from 
competing with larger dorms!  We won the 2003 Interhall Flag Football Championship and 
got to play the final game at Notre Dame Stadium! Other popular interhall sports include 
softball, soccer, racquetball, and of course horseshoes!

FOOTBALL!  If you didn’t know that this was coming, then it’s time for you to sit 
down and watch the movie Rudy approximately 537 times.  Filled with tradition, 
the whole football weekend experience can be a little overwhelming for you 
freshmen, but do not fear…we are here to guide you through it from the start to 
finish. 
 
Thursday:	
  

• The past alums begin arriving on campus.  By kickoff on Saturday, the population of people 
on campus will increase by more than 100%. 

• The Dillon Pep Rally:  For the first home game, the boys of Dillon Hall set up a pep rally 
outside their dorm on South Quad.  Activities include: speakers, skits designed to make fun 
of just about everybody on campus, and music.   

• Bookstore mobs:  Back when the bookstore was located next door to Badin, the fans would 
congregate on the quad just outside our doors.  Luckily it has moved far to the west, so 
now the giant influx of people willing to boost the bookstore’s revenue are out of our hair.

• Game Prep:  The north gate of the stadium will be occupied until the wee hours by 
dedicated student managers who wrap, buff, and paint those world-famous helmets (side 
note: this age-old ritual did win us a finalist position in the ESPN/Tostitos Clash of 
Traditions Poll).

Be prepared to wake up bright and early on football Saturdays to the sounds of 
football fans milling around South Quad, Irish tunes played by bagpipers, and 
the sweet smells of cook-outs… 

 
• The festivities begin at about 7 am when the band begins its march from quad to quad 

busting out the good ol’ Fight Song.  Tailgating begins at about the same time, mostly 
located in the parking lots around the JACC.  Just mention that you are a current student to 
some of these generous alumni, and you will be offered free food and drinks, along with the 
occasional “Back when I was in college” story 

• Chaos on the quad:  As game time rolls around, you may not recognize South Quad.  
Along with all the people, you can find dorm concession stands, bagpipers, and music 
transforming the quad into a giant tailgate of its own. 

• An hour and a half before kickoff, a band concert and the Irish Guard/ Band inspections 
take place at the Bond Hall steps (right behind Badin!)

 Kickoff is around 2:30. DO NOT FORGET YOUR TICKETS AND STUDENT ID; YOU WILL 

NOT BE ABLE TO GET IN IF YOU DON’T HAVE THEM! Do NOT rip the single ticket out 
of your ticket booklet- once it has been ripped it is VOID and you won’t be able to get in 
(this will make more sense once you have your tickets). 

 
 Football Attire: comfortable shoes and “The Shirt.”  You will NOT be sitting at anytime 

during the game except halftime! Don’t wear shoes that will hurt your feet! All students wear 
“The Shirt” that you can buy in the bookstore. It is not required per se, but you will feel 
extremely out of place if you don’t buy one. If you want a small size, it’s not a bad idea to 
order one from the Notre Dame Hammes Bookstore website, just in case they run out in the 
store! 

 
 At the end of the game, don’t leave your seat before we sing the Alma Mater (Notre Dame, 

Our Mother.) The band plays it at the end of every game, win or lose, and all the students 
put their arms around each other and sing it. It’s a great bonding experience; sorry if the 
person you’re sitting next to smells! 

 
 Most importantly, PAY ATTENTION TO THE GAME, PARTICIPATE IN THE CHEERS, 

AND KNOW THE FIGHT SONG!! (Don’t stress if you don’t know it already…after freshmen 
orientation it will more than likely be permanently be ingrained in your head!)

During freshman orientation, you’ll have to choose between these two meal plans: a 
hearty 21 meals in the dining hall OR 14 meals a week along with the coveted Flex 
Points!  Flex Points are basically like money on your I.D. card that can be used at other 
food places on campus, like BK, Subway, Starbucks, Sbarro, The Huddle Mart (Nd’s 
version of Walgreens or CVS) or Recker’s (the 24-hour food place on campus featuring 
artisan sandwiches, different types of pizza, smoothies, ice-cream, and other delicious 
stuff!). Be careful though, if you get swipe-card happy, you can blow your Flex Points 
quickly! (You only get $325 a semester!) 

 
(Some advice- no one actually has the time to go to the dining hall three times a day. 
The Flex 14 is definitely the way to go!) 

 
Dining	
  Halls:	
  North	
  vs.	
  South	
  

Badin is right across the quad from South Dining Hall (SDH), which makes it 
REALLY convenient when it’s cold out. SDH is awesome; you feel like you are Harry 
Potter while eating there! North and South basically serve the same food. North’s only 
perks is that you can make your own pizza and its Grab N’ Go has breakfast cereal bars, 
but the atmosphere in South is a lot user-friendlier. You can take your backpacks into 
both dining halls now (great for getting food past the monitors!).  There are so many 
options for food too so you are bound to find something you like!  South has over 20 
options of cereal available to you just to give you an idea!  It may seem overwhelming at 
first but within a week you’ll be operating that panini maker and stir-fry bar like a pro! 

 
Grab	
  and	
  Go	
  

No time to sit down at the DH for a meal?  No problem!  That’s what Grab and Go 
is here for!  Located in the basement of South Dining Hall (North has it also), you get to 
trade one of your dining hall meals in for a meal that adds up to seven points (1 
Sandwich = 3 points, 1 bagel = 2 points, the pastries, chips, yogurt, fruit, and drinks 
usually equal 1 point). Some people are obsessed with Grab N’ Go while others have only 
done it 4 times in four years. If you know you are going to get it one day, remember: the 
earlier you get there, the more selection of sandwiches to choose from! 

 
Cafés	
  

Another place to use your flex points is in the cafés located in many of the 
academic buildings!  Waddick’s is a popular one, located in O’Shag—a building right at 
the edge of South Quad.  They are a nice place to grab a coffee, a quick bite between 
classes if you didn’t use grab-and-go, or meet a friend for lunch! 

 
 
Make sure to check out food.nd.edu!  Both dining halls post their menus up here 
along with nutritional information.  This website is also useful for checking how 
many Flex Points you have remaining too!  No one wants their ID card denied

Hall Government 

 
We would like to help you get acclimated to Badin and campus life as 

quickly as possible, and to get involved in things you are interested. A good way 
to do that, as well as getting to know the upperclassmen in Badin, is to get 
involved in Hall events—and there are many ways to do that!!! 
 
Our Hall Government meets one night a week at 10 p.m. in the Badin Large 
Social Space (that is the big lounge across from the chapel on the first floor. The 
Small Social Space is the lounge across from the laundry room, according to the 
hall “lingo”). First Year Students in Badin are required to attend Hall Council for 
the entire year, so please plan to be there. We think it is the best way to get to 
know the hall, your fellow residents, and what goes on each week in the hall. 
There are snacks and weekly themes with prizes. 
 
Hall Government Organization: The following are elected positions: one Hall 
President, one VP for the whole year, or two if one is going abroad one semester, 
they can switch off (the President is required to be here all year). There is a Hall 
Secretary who takes the minutes at each Hall Council meeting, publish Stall 
Notes, publicize weekly themes and award prizes for the best participants. There 
is a Hall Treasurer, an appointed position, who works with the commissioners 
and Head Staff to keep the commissions within their budgets, seek alternate 
funding from Student Activities, follow up on reimbursements for student 
outlays, etc. Then there are the commissioners who report to the Hall President, 
VP and Treasurer, as well as working with their assigned Head Staff (the Rector 
or one of the Assistant Rectors) in pursuing their programming goals.
