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Class Presentations:

Each student (paired with another student) will be responsible for setting the discussion agenda and

leading the discussion for one class period.  More specifically, you are to have a set of questions or

observations prepared with which to begin the class on your assigned topic.  These will form the basis for our

discussion and for my own comments on them.  I encourage you to stop in to see me to discuss your

presentation.  You must give me in writing, at least one class in advance, an outline of your comments and

a list of your questions.  You should  give me your preferences (i.e., a first, second, and third choice) in

writing no later than T uesday, Janu ary 28.  If you have a particular student in mind for a partner, the two of

you can submit a single request for topics.  Those who have not given me their prefe rences by Monday the

28th w ill be assign ed one  of the rem aining to pics.  I shall atte mpt to res pect your c hoices of  topics, bu t it is

first-come, first-served, a nd ther e is a finite an d fixed  list of topics.  S ome m ay have to  accept other than a

first choice.  

The student-led class discussions can begin as early as Tuesday, February 4 (i.e., with the class on

“The C opernican M odel and K epler’s Law s,” chapter 5).

I expect you to raise issues beyond and different from, but related to, what you find in Philosophical

Con cepts in Physics.  That is, you should  do som e outside  reading  for this assig nmen t.  Not only should you

be prepared to an swer and ask  questions ab out the material co ntained in th e text, but you should also bring

something new  to the discussion.  A good place to begin is the references under “Further Reading” at the end

of the chapter for you r class.  

Please feel welcome to stop in at my office during the first few days of the semester to discuss your

choice of topic.  Y our term pap er will be on the sa me topic as your c lass presentation.  

Once again, d uring th e week p rior to your lea ding th is discuss ion, you ar e to see me  to discuss the

details of your presentation.  That is, at that time you should have in hand an outline of what you intend to

cover, as well as the sp ecific outside referen ces that you will use for you r presentation.
