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Patrick E. (Pat) Murphy is the C.R. Smith Co-Director of the Institute for Ethical Business Worldwide and Professor of Marketing in the Mendoza College of Business at the University of Notre Dame.  He served as chair of the Department of Marketing for ten years.  During 1993-94 he was a Fulbright Scholar at University College Cork in Ireland.  Previously, Professor Murphy was a faculty member and Marketing department chair at Marquette University. He specializes in business and marketing ethics.  His work has appeared in leading journals and his most recent book (with G. Laczniak, N. Bowie and T. Klein) is Ethical Marketing (Prentice Hall, 2005).  Murphy was named in 1997 as one of the top researchers in Marketing for sustained contribution to the field.  He served as editor of the Journal of Public Policy & Marketing and is now a member of five editorial review boards. Currently, he is an Invited Fellow of the Ethics Resource Center (Washington, DC) and is an Academic Advisor of the Business Roundtable Institute for Corporate Ethics.  Professor Murphy holds a BBA from Notre Dame, an MBA from Bradley, and a Ph.D from Houston.  

He teaches courses on business and marketing ethics at the undergraduate, MBA and Executive MBA levels at Notre Dame as well as courses in Corporate Citizenship and Sustainability.

His articles have appeared in the Journal of Marketing, Journal of Consumer Research, Business Ethics Quarterly, Journal of Business Ethics, Journal of Macromarketing, Business and Professional Ethics Journal, European Journal of Marketing, Journal of Public Policy & Marketing and a number of other journals.

Professor Murphy was the recipient of the Reinhold Niebuhr Award in the early ‘90s given to one ND faculty member whose work focuses on ethics and social justice. His teaching has been recognized at both the undergraduate and graduate levels with teaching awards. An article that he coauthored received the Best Paper Award from the Journal of Advertising in 2004. This year he is serving with seven others as a Kaneb Faculty Fellow which recognizes outstanding scholar-teachers at Notre Dame.
