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Todd David Whitmore is Associate Professor of Social Ethics in the Theology Department at the University of Notre Dame.  He is also the Director of the Program in Catholic Social Tradition and a Faculty Fellow with the Kroc Institute for International Peace Studies, both at Notre Dame.  

Professor Whitmore's research combines theology, anthropology and social and economic theory.  His recent work takes him to Northern Uganda and Southern Sudan to investigate the impact of the twenty-year conflict in the area on the cultural, religious and economic lives of the people living there.   One area of interest pertaining to this conference is the role of micro-finance in the production of wealth in post-conflict areas as a means of warding off relapse into violence.  Professor Whitmore carries out this research through fieldwork conducted while living in Internally Displaced Persons camps in the region.  He returns there for another two months in early May.
