Sister Jean still lives on the 

second floor and recently published a book about the first "Finest" ladies of Notre Dame called Loyal 

Sons and Daughters. The dorm was named after Notre Dame graduate, Reverend John Farley. Father 

Farley, or "Pop Farley", was a Holy Cross priest and former rector of Walsh and Sorin. Although he died 

in 1939, his birthday is still celebrated and honored every January, when Farley Hall throws their 

signature week-long-event, Pop Farley. Filled with ice skating, skits, bowling, dinners, decorating, masses

NET ID:  A computer ID name that, along with your password, gives you access to the Notre Dame 
network from almost any computer on campus.

Additionally, though credit cards are not necessary, they 
are useful in case of emergencies.  If interested, students can pick one up before they come, or accept 
one of the many credit card offers that their mailboxes will be inundated with throughout the year.

A.   There are two main workout facilities for students: Rolfs, which is closer to Farley, and the Rockne, 
on South Quad.
