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The preparation of specialized teachers in Physics Education in Cuba began in 1964 when the Pedagogical Institutes were created. These Institutes were appointed to the Universities of Villa Clara, Santiago de Cuba and Havana. Previously, the Physics Education in Cuba was conducted by physicists, chemicals, engineers, architects, educationists and teachers graduates in Normal Schools. When the Pedagogical Institutes were created, in these institutions there were two levels: they were called Basic and Superior. The physics teacher preparation in the Pedagogical Institutes had the purpose to prepare Secondary professors (basic level: 13 to 15 years old) and prepare High School professors (superior level: 15 to 18 years old). In 1972 it is produced a rapid enroll increment in the secondary level and graduates students from secondary level were prepared for to teach at this level. These students worked as professor and   studied at the same time, during five years for to obtain a professor title for to work in Secondary and High School. In 1977 the Pedagogical Institutes became in Pedagogical Universities as independent universities and these institutions offered to graduates from high school the possibility for to obtain the university licentiate title in Education as Physics Teachers. From this time to the present the physics professor in Cuba are prepared in the Pedagogical Universities. The evolution of the different curriculums and the foundations to design them are presented in the paper. At this moment the professors in Cuba are prepared in broad subjects: the Exact Sciences Professors will be in charge to teach Physics.
