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Developing and Evaluating Training Materials on Historical Experiments for Teaching Purposes

In the STeT project, materials for teachers were developed that should be used for developing competences to teach electrodynamics through its history (the aims of this project have been presented in a symposium organized by P. Kokkotas at the Ninth IHPST meeting). At the University of Oldenburg, materials on relevant experiments from the early history of electromagnetism were developed and implemented in the website (http://stet.wetpaint.com/). Moreover, these materials were evaluated with some forty in service teachers. They were asked to use a preliminary German version of the website; their opinions were evaluated with the help of a questionnaire.
In my presentation, I will at first present and discuss the materials developed in Oldenburg. In doing so, I will also outline the aims behind the structure of these materials. In the second part, the results of an evaluation of these materials will be presented and potential consequences of these findings will be outlined.
