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Abstract. Klassen (2008) put forward a methodology and model for constructing science stories and expressed a hope that like-minded enthusiasts for contextual teaching in science education would further develop and test the proposed guidelines. The authors have responded with stories created to align with specific life science units in Grade 4 through Grade 12. As with Klassen’s The Dragon’s Revenge, which features Slotin’s lethal exposure to radiation in Los Alamos, New Mexico in 1946, the five stories focus on particular events in the lives of individuals. These include Anna Botsford Comstock, Rachel Carson, Scott Nearing, Sir Peter Scott, and Jean-Jacques Rousseau - individuals best known for their interest in sustaining life on the planet. Difficulties encountered in adhering to the ten essential elements of science stories identified by Klassen will be presented, and student response data will be examined.
