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This paper reports preliminary findings of a Ph D work on values promoted through secondary science education in Bangladesh. There are differences among different groups of citizens on what should be the goals of Science Education in Bangladesh. Some people call for using science education as a tool for removing superstitions and religious extremism from the society whereas some argued for a religious focus of science education. Not surprisingly, curriculum documents show possible tensions among science values and general educational values. As a consequence, science teachers and science graduates face tensions between Eurocentric science values and teachers’ social, personal and religious values. This qualitative study aims to explore what values are intended to be promoted through secondary science education in Bangladesh, whether there exists any conflict of science values with other values, what (school policy, assessment, culture etc) affects the value teaching process and how are they affected. As a constructivist researcher, with the help of participating teachers I attempted to co-construct the meaning of science values and the ways of promoting them through teaching science. Preliminary analysis of qualitative data indicates that science teachers do not have clear understanding on what values are intended to be promoted and how to promote them; and there exist conflicts among science values and teachers’ religious/social values. Nonetheless, teachers are willing to promote values through science education, therefore, this paper argued for placing a greater emphasis on promoting some values through teaching science in schools.
