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No Proof for Creationism, No Problem

The conflict between religion and science still continues today. The conflict is most visible in the field of biology with the arguments surrounding the theory of evolution and the supposedly counter “theories” of creationism and intelligent design. Strong feelings make these arguments more intense and despite all the evidence supporting the theory of evolution (and the lack of evidence for creationism) we still witness efforts for promoting creationism as a legitimate explanation of our existence in various countries. A recent example of this effort is the censorship of a popular science journal issue published by the Turkish Scientific and Technological Research Council, which made the life of Charles Darwin the cover story. As a person who believes in God, I am totally against these efforts and I argue that the creationist explanation of life is in fact against some of the fundamental beliefs that three major religions (Judaism, Christianity, and Islam) are based on! The most important of these beliefs is the belief that human beings are free to make their own choices. Excluding some radical sects, I think it is safe to say that this belief is important for these religions. The argument I wish to make is that, the conflict between the creationist thinking and the evolutionist thinking could be reduced to the discussion on whether God exist or not. Any scientific proof that supports creationism would have been much welcomed by people who support this view and it would have been synonymous with a proof of God’s existence. However, in my opinion, any scientifically acceptable such proof would have taken away the freedom of human beings. With certain knowledge of God, the world would have been a much different place. I don’t think this is what God wants. A more detailed explanation of this argument will be provided in a longer paper.
