But, if you want to read
it (Chandler gives us the history and a discussion
of the Jewish and Roman laws relating to the
manner in which Jesus was tried and executed),

Their friendship began in Dallas, Texas, in 1897
when the younger Mr. Chandler joined the law
office where Professor Wooten had been for sev-
enteen years. Three years later Chandler moved
to New York City to practice law, write, and lec-
ture. From 1901 to 1903, Wooten filled a U.S.
Congressional vacancy and then moved to Seattle,
Washington, to continue the practice of law. Dur-
