Kathy Conley of the Chicago FBI Community Outreach Program suggested I contact you.  My name is John Doe and I am a first-year law student at the University of Notre Dame Law School.  I am a coordinator for a three day immersion program in Chicago designed to help first-year law students learn about public interest law through student-designed immersion programs.  We are interested in including the FBI among the organizations and agencies we will visit during this program and I am writing to solicit your assistance and advice as to how that may be possible.

Our program, known as GALILEE (Group Alternative Live-In Legal Education Experience) is a 3-day urban immersion program sponsored by Notre Dame Law School in which law students visit various agencies in the public service sector to observe some different public service professions firsthand.  My group, comprised of 4 students, will be visiting agencies in Chicago from January 4-January 6, 2006.  
With respect to the FBI, we are interested in gaining an introduction to work the Chicago Division does that most impacts the urban poor, such as drug crime and gang crime.
