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I. INTRODUCTION TO THE PROGRAM 
 
SUMMER LONDON LAW PROGRAM 
The Summer London Law Program is a six-week program fully accredited by the 
American Bar Association.  Although you may enroll in the program during either 
summer in law school, many students opt to participate after completing their first year. 
Notre Dame Law students in the program receive full credit for their courses taken in 
the summer program, and law students from many other institutions have also received 
a full transfer of credits (subject to prior approval).  Roughly ten courses are offered for 

a total of 20 hours of academic credit in the summer. Students may enroll in courses 

up to a maximum of six hours of credit. One benefit of the summer program is that 
students are then able to take-on a lighter course load during their second year.  
Another benefit is that students able to work a half-summer internship before enrolling 
in the Summer Law Program and still experience a significant taste of the second-year 
law program in London.  Some students elect to do both Summer Law Program and the 
year-long Law Program (ND students only); however, courses taken during the summer 
cannot be repeated during the remainder of the academic year.

THE BUILDING 
The official name for the Suffolk Street building is Marian Kennedy Fischer Hall.  
Located near Trafalgar Square, the building has some 27,000 square feet of usable 
space.  The building was constructed in 1906, for the United Universities Oxford and 
Cambridge Club.  Many of the original features of an elite gentlemen's club remain, 
including an impressive staircase, mahogany doors to the main rooms, intricate ceiling 
moldings, and ornate fireplaces.  The building also houses the University‟s 
undergraduate programs, with 130 students each semester. 
 

                                            
1
 For international dialing, the first digits (here “011”) are required to signal that the call is an international 
one.  The “011” is the international dialing code for calls placed from the United States; the code is 
different in other countries.  The second digits (here “44”) are the country code.  The “44” is the country 
code for England, from all countries in the world.  The third digits (here “20”) are the city code -- 
sometimes the city code is combined with the country code, so be sure you ask before dialing.  For calls to 
London from overseas, the city code is -- “20”; if the calls were made from within England, you would have 
to dial “020” -- the initial “0” is not used on calls from overseas.  The convention is to place a plus sign (+) 
in front of the number to indicate that the caller is first to dial the access code in their own country, 
followed by the numbers shown.  For example, here the listing would be +44 20 7484 7821. 
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The Law Office does not accept personal calls for students, other than in emergencies, 
and does not take messages. 
 
 
FACILITIES 

× Mail 
You may have your mail addressed to the Law Centre.  You should realize that 
because this is a commercial address, the mail may not be as secure as if 
delivered to a personal address.  Be sure that your address includes “London 
Law Centre,” to help direct the mail sorters. 
 
There is also an express weekly mail service between the home campus and 
London.  Students may use this service free of charge for mail to and from the 
campuses, but not for packages. 

 

× Building Access 
Students from the home campus need their ND student ID card to enter the 
building. Anyone who does not have a card will be issued a swipe card and PIN 
number to gain entrance into the building (£10.00 deposit required). 

 

× Libraries 
The law library has a small, but significant collection of books.  In addition to a 
collection of the most recent federal materials, there are limited collections of 
periodicals and treatises.  There is also unrestricted access to LEXIS and 
WESTLAW for student use.   
 

× Computers 
There is a computer lab for law students.  There are eight Windows-based 
machines, with printer.  These machines provide access to email services as well 
as the web.  If you use your own IBM or Macintosh laptop computer, you can use 

it in London as you would on the home campus, but be very cautious about the 

difference in electrical current – check with your computer manufacturer for 
information on the correct power source.  Computers have fried in the past so be 
careful!  Both the library and classrooms have points for computer access and 
most of the building is equipped with wireless technology. 

 

× Sports 
There is a squash court and a small gym.  There are showers and lockers in the 
basement.

IMMIGRATION 
 

× Passports 

If you do not have a passport or need an old passport renewed, visit your local 
post office or a passport office if you live in a major metropolitan area.  If you 
already have a passport, check to see if it is valid for your entire length of study.  
A passport should be obtained as soon as possible to avoid the summer rush.  
You will need a number of passport-sized photos upon arrival in London (for 
subway pass, ISIC, rail pass, class ID, etc.), but it is best to wait till you get to 
London since they are less expensive and easily obtained. 

 
 
HEALTH INSURANCE 
Participants in the Notre Dame Summer London Law Program are required to have 
medical insurance coverage. If you do not have a medical insurance plan already, you 
must participate in the plan administered by HTH Worldwide. We encourage you to 
complete the required application no later than May 15.

WEATHER 
While weather in London can be quite warm and even hot during the summer months, it 
is not uncommon to have some drizzly, chilly weeks during the summer.  Make sure to 
bring an umbrella and some light layers, including a jacket or coat, for inclement 
weather. 

 
 
ELECTRICITY 
The electrical current in the U.K. is different from the U.S.  The U.S. current is 110 volts 
and 60 Hz while the U.K. current is 220/240 volts and 50 Hz.  You might want to 
consider not bringing items that require transformers and buying them here instead 
(blow dryers and curling irons).  A transformer here will cost anywhere from £15 to £75 
with most being around £30-£35 (that's over $50). You'll also need an adapter as well, 
because U.K. plugs and sockets are of a different size.  Furthermore, not all products 
function well (or at all) with transformers and you'll need different ones for different 
appliances depending on their size and strength.  When adapters blow they often fry 
the appliances with them and can even cause a fire.  A better idea may be to bring a full 
set of rechargeable batteries in different sizes and buy a battery charger in the U.K.  
This will only set you back around £10 and you completely avoid the risk of ruining your 
equipment with a faulty adapter.  If you need to buy minor domestic appliances there is 
a store called Argos (rather like Service Merchandise) within walking distance of the 
school near Tottenham Court Road tube station. 
 
 
TRANSPORTATION TO LONDON 
 

× Flights to London 
Many flights from around the world arrive into London each day.  The challenge 
is in getting the best airfare.  The best advice is to start early and be diligent.  
Different airlines will offer different rates on the same route.  Call around, be 
flexible and do not be afraid to ask for prices on a different day or time.  For 
example, often Mon-Thurs fares are cheaper than the Fri-Sun flights.  Checking 
national newspapers for fare deals and shopping around travel agents both help 
to locate the best fare.  Also check with your local travel agent concerning APEX 
fares, reduced-tariff tickets which must be purchased well in advance.  These 
have varying lengths of duration and are generally non-transferable. 
 
A useful website for securing discounted student rates on flights is:

student tickets at www.statravel.com. Beware that the branch offices typically 
offer different fares than the website, so it might be a good idea to check both 
sources. 
 

× Discount Fares 
Full-time students, and anyone under twenty-five may be eligible to purchase 
reduced fare tickets.

To obtain reduced fares you may need to have an ISIC card (International 

Student Identification Card).  Not only is an ISIC helpful in finding cheaper 
airfares, but is also necessary when purchasing discounted student bus and train 
tickets and to qualify for student prices at museums, theaters, and other events 
in England and throughout Europe. 
 
The ISIC can be obtained at the Notre Dame home campus (at Anthony Travel, 
in LaFortune Student Center), at any CIEE Travel Office, at any STA Travel 
office, or in London.  The card costs approximately £7.00; you will need a 
passport-sized photograph.  
 
If you are unable to obtain an ISIC before arriving in London, you can purchase 
one at Campus Travel, 52 Grosvenor Gardens, London SW1 (Tube: Victoria) or 
at any Council Travel, Poland Street (Tube: Oxford Circus) or STA Travel.

TRAVEL FROM THE AIRPORT 
 

× From Heathrow 
Á Heathrow Express

Heathrow Express trains leave every 15 minutes (between 05:30 and 

23:48), traveling directly from Heathrow to Paddington Station in 15 

minutes.  A one-way trip costs £14.50 and tickets can be purchased at 
the station or on the train.   
 

Á Heathrow Connect

Heathrow Connect trains leave every 30 minutes give you direct access 
to the following local stations: Hayes, Southall, Hanwell, West Earling, 

Earling Broadway, and Paddington with 28 minute travel time to 

Paddington. A one-way trips costs £4.90-6.90, depending on the local 
station you are traveling to/from.  All National Railcards are accepted on 
the Heathrow Connect and discounts are available with Young Persons 
Railcards & Family Railcards. 
 

Á London Underground (Tube)    
www.tfl.gov.uk/tube/ 
Follow the signs to the Underground (Tube).  The Piccadilly Line will take 
you about one hour to get into central London.  The fare is £4.00 for a 

one-way ticket, so you will probably want to purchase an Oyster Card or 
weekly pass at this time (see “PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION” below) for use 
until you receive you student discount card.  Travel on the underground 
may not be a good option if you have a lot of luggage. 
 

Á National Express Coach (Bus)   
www.nationalexpress.com  
The bus may be a better alternative if you have a lot of luggage.  The 
National Express Coach service runs frequently to central London from 
the central bus station at Heathrow, making a stop at Hammersmith in 
West London. The trip will cost £10 single and will take 40 – 60 minutes to 
reach Victoria Coach Station, next to Victoria railway station. This is also a 
major station for tube lines. 
 

Á London Transport N9 Night Bus 

Between midnight and 5.30am, the N9 night bus runs every 30 minutes 
to Central London (Trafalgar Square). Journey time is approximately 1 
hour. For more information visit the Transport for London website. 
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Standard bus fares apply (£1 Oyster/£2.00 cash) and Travelcards are 
accepted. 
 

Á Taxi 
The most expensive but perhaps most convenient way of getting into 
central London is by taxi. The ride will cost you £45-£50. Another option is 
to hire a taxi in advance, through your travel agent. The driver will meet 
you at the gate and help you with your luggage. The price is comparable 
to those charged by London cabs and has the advantage of being paid for 
in advance. 

 

× From Gatwick 
Á Gatwick Express

This rail service between Gatwick to Victoria Station is the most direct way 

of traveling into central London from Gatwick airport.  Trains leave every 

15 minutes with a travel time of 30 minutes. Tickets cost £14.50 and 
can be purchased at the station or on the train using cash or a credit card.

Another rail option is to take the First Capital Connect service to/from 
Gatwick.  This service runs to London Main Rail stations and may stop at 
a few Tube stops along the way. This may be convenient if close to your 
hotel/hostel. The cost is around £8.00. 
  

Á Southern

Southern trains run to London Bridge and Victoria and generally stop at 
other stations along the way, which may be more convenient than an 
express service. The cost is around £8.00. 
 

Á National Express Coach

 National Express runs frequent bus services between Gatwick and 
Victoria Coach Station.  Coaches run approximately hourly. Journey time 
varies according to route, from 1 hour 45 minutes. Some services stop at 
Hooley, Wallington, Mitcham Junction, Mitcham London Rd, Streatham, 
Stockwell and Pimlico. Standard fares are £6.60 single or £11.40 return. 

 
Á easyBus

easyBus offers a high frequency, low-cost express bus service between 
Central London and Gatwick Airport. Services will run every 20 minutes at 
peak time and every 30 minutes otherwise everyday, using a fleet of 
orange midi coaches. Departures from London are between 3am and 
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10pm, and from Gatwick between 6.30am and 12pm. There are stops at 
Coulsdon, Streatham High Street and Victoria. Fares start at £2 one-way 
and vary according to demand. You should book early to get the best 
fares. 
 

Á Taxi 
There are usually taxis queuing for customers at London's airports. Find 
out how much your journey will cost beforehand. Only use a black cab or 
reputable mini-cab and never use unauthorised drivers. A metered trip in 
a black cab to/from Central London will cost around £70. The official 
Gatwick taxi concession is Checker Cars.

Stansted Express is the quickest way into Central London (Tottenham 
Hale and Liverpool Station). Trains leave Stansted Airport from 6am to

15 minutes (every 30 minutes for the earliest and latest trains Friday to 
Monday). Standard fares are £15.50 single and £25.50 for return. 

Journey time is 45 minutes and trains stop at Tottenham Hale station 
before terminating at Liverpool Street station.

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mini-cab and never use unauthorised drivers who offer their services at 
airports or stations. Ask the driver or mini-cab company how much your 
journey will cost beforehand.  The official Stansted taxi concession is 
Airport Carz (tel: +44 (0)12 7966 2444). 

× From Luton 
Á First Capital Connect 

 www.firstcapitalconnect.co.uk 
A regular shuttle bus links the airport to Luton Airport Parkway train station 
in around eight minutes. From there, First Capital Connect operates 
regular services to stations including King‟s Cross, Farringdon, London 
Bridge and Blackfriars in Central London. Trains run throughout the day 
and night and the journey time is approximately 50 minutes. A standard 
single costs £10.90. 
 

Á easyBus

easyBus offers a high frequency, low cost express bus service between 
Central London and Luton Airport. easyBus coaches run 24-hours a day 
between the airport and Central London. There are stops at Brent Cross, 
Finchley Road, Baker Street, Oxford Street/Marble Arch and London 
Victoria. Fares start at £2 one-way and vary according to demand. You 
should book early to get the best fares. easyBus operates this service in 
partnership with Greenline.

The Green Line 757 coach service goes to Victoria Coach Station with 
stops at Brent Cross, Finchley Road Station, Baker Street, Hyde Park 

Corner and Marble Arch. Services run 24 hours a day, every 15 ï 20

takes 1 hour 15 minutes. A standard one-way ticket costs £11. 
 

Á Taxi 
There are usually taxis queuing for customers at Luton Airport. Enquire 
with the driver or mini-cab company beforehand how much your journey 
will cost. A metered trip to/from Central London will cost £70 to £80. Only 
use a reputable mini-cab and never use unauthorised drivers. 

 

× From London City 
Á Tube/Docklands Light Railway (DLR) 

London City Airport is well-connected to the Tube network. Take the 
Jubilee Line to Canning Town or Canary Warf, or take the Central Line to 
Bank, and change to the Docklands Light Railway (DLR). Services run 
every seven to ten minutes. Fares on the DLR are the same as those on 
the Tube and Travelcards are accepted.  
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Á Bus 

Local bus routes serving the airport are the 473 (Stratford, Silvertown, 
North Woolwich, and Prince Regent Station) and the 474 (Canning Town, 
North Woolwich and East Beckton via Silvertown). Standard bus fares 
apply (£1 Oyster/£1.50 cash) and Travelcards are accepted. 
 

Á Taxi 
There are usually taxis queuing for customers at London City Airport. The 
cost of the cab is metered and displayed inside the cab. A metered trip 
to/from Central London will cost about £20. Only use a reputable mini-cab 
and never use unauthorised drivers. Ask the driver or mini-cab company 
how much your journey will cost beforehand.

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stations. It is particularly flexible in that you can „pay as you go‟, which means 
that you only pay for journeys you actually take (single fare rates will be capped 
once you reach a certain daily price) or you can buy multiple day passes, weekly 
and monthly tickets. It is also much cheaper than paying cash for individual 
journeys.  Oyster Cards can be used on the tube, buses, and DLR. Please note 
that there is more than one type of Oyster Card and the „Visitor‟s Oyster Card‟ is 
not necessarily the most appropriate as it only allows you to „pay as you go‟ 
when you might prefer to buy a season ticket. The cost of a regular Oyster Card 
is £5.00 and will allow you to purchase weekly or monthly season tickets should 
this be preferable.

This allows you to pay in advance for calling credit and then use any phone, via 
a system of codes, to make calls. This can be particularly useful as a cheap way 
to make international calls both from the UK and other European countries. It 

also works from public phones. For more information go to www.ekit.com 

 

× Mobile Phones 
You should check to see if your phone will work in the UK. Mobile phone 
networks used in the UK are GSM 900, GSM 1800 and 3G 2100. The United 
States CDMA network is not compatible. If your phone works in the UK you will 
have the option of using international roaming on your existing SIM card or 
purchasing a global or local (UK) SIM card. You will need to ensure international 
roaming is available and included in the package you have with your phone 
network provider. However, this may be an expensive way to use your phone. 
Accordingly, if you wish to take advantage of cheaper call rates, check that you 
will be able to use a different SIM card in your phone. Most phones are locked to 
a network so to enable the use of a global or local SIM you will need to get your 
phone unlocked. This is generally quick, inexpensive and is completely legal. If 
your phone is under warranty you should check if unlocking your phone will 
invalidate your warranty.

The amount 
of downloading is restricted. There is also a small computer cluster in the 
basement that you can use to access the Internet.
