Lesson 19:  Rock Formation

Time:  1 Class Period (45 minutes); Summer Session (1 hour)
Engagement: 

1. Students will close their eyes and think about where rocks come from.  (Main ideas and visions will then be discussed.) Upon opening their eyes, students should draw a picture, in their notebooks, of what they “saw”.  They need to defend, in writing, what they have imagined. (This should be used as the hypothesis.)
2. Challenge Question: How are rocks formed?

Prior Knowledge/Experience:

Some students may have an interest in rocks. 
Procedures:

1. Have students write the challenge question in their notebooks.

2. Have students complete their hypothesis.

3. Complete the Directed Reading Table (19.2).

4. Students should complete analysis questions (in their notebooks) 1 through 3 and 5.

Extensions:

Read stories that involve rocks. (e.g. “A Pebble in my Pocket”)
Reflections/Discussion Questions:

Redraw a second picture to show what you learned about where rocks come from.  Tell how your thoughts, on the formation of rocks, have changed. 
Alternative- Create a Venn diagram of your thoughts before and after the activity.
