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THE SUMMER SERVICE LEARNING PROGRAM 
THEO 33936: CONFRONTING SOCIAL ISSUES

The Summer Service Learning Program is a three-credit, pass/fail, course whose objective is to integrate the 
community-based learning of students’ summer experience with readings in theology and social analysis.

Before the SSLP begins the students attend three classroom sessions. The first addresses the complex causes of 
poverty and preparation for working with specific populations. The second presents an overview of Catholic social 
teaching and the final session introduces the students to the major theological themes of the summer readings.

During the SSLP students complete weekly reading and writing assignments. The readings begin with articles 
on the meaning of service, compassion and the relationship between images of God and service.  The second 
half of the course deals with the issues of poverty, race and violence and ends with readings that address 
discerning one’s call.  A separate syllabus is prepared for students who work with people who have developmental 
disabilities. Students participating in a second SSLP take a directed readings courses with a professor in the 
discipline of their major or minor.

At the end of the summer students are required to write a final paper which is shared with the site, the Notre 
Dame club, special scholarship donors and the Center for Social Concerns.  In the fall the students complete the 
course with a one day workshop, a series of three facilitated small group discussions.

GOALS
Since 1980, the SSLP has focused on three goals:

1. Involve Notre Dame students in service with people in need in cities of Notre Dame Clubs;

2. Initiate discussion of social concerns and the Catholic social tradition between students, alumni and alumnae, 
and community partners.

3. Engage students in a service-learning pedagogy, integrating the experience with academic readings, 
reflection and writing.

SITES
Notre Dame Clubs, with the Center for Social Concerns, choose sites that have opportunities for students to 
immerse themselves for eight consecutive weeks working with and building relationships with people who are 
living in poverty.  There are a variety of sites in many areas of social service and parish work.

SCHOLARSHIPS
The Notre Dame Clubs, the James F. Andrews Scholarship Fund, and other scholarship donors provide $2300 
Social Concerns tuition scholarships to the students at the completion of the academic and service requirements 
of the program.  The AmeriCorps Award of $1132 was also available for 102 students this year.

HOUSING
Room and board are provided by Notre Dame Club host families or by the sites.  In some cases students live at 
home and serve in their local communities

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THE SSLP CALENDAR

Key to the SSLP is the interaction of Notre Dame Clubs, Site Supervisors, students and the SSLP office.  
All partners have responsibilities throughout the calendar year in order to create the best possible 
experiences for all parties.

The central role of the Notre Dame Clubs distinguishes the SSLP as a unique model for summer 
service-learning in higher education.  The over 115 Clubs who participate each year select sites, 
arrange room/board, and during the summer engage students in discussions about faith and social 
concerns.   

We look for sites who offer direct service to people who are economically poor, or people who have 
developmental disabilities, and hope that students will develop relationships. The students work full-
time for eight consecutive weeks of the summer. We ask that no more than 20% of the student’s 
time be with clerical tasks or data entry. Building relationships is the key component of the summer 
immersion experience.

NOVEMBER 

CLUBS - COMMITMENT FORMS
Clubs commit to sponsoring a student by November 15. They make arrangements with a site for eight 
consecutive weeks of fulltime service.  The Clubs establish a positive working relationship with the 
agency before, during and after the eight-week SSLP.

SITES - DESCRIPTIONS
Site supervisors provide a job description for 
the student by November 15 and, 
if possible, one that is flexible and able 
to adapt to student talents and site 
needs. Students learn the most when 
they are given as significant but 
appropriate responsibility.  We are aware that 
hosting students for a short period of 
time can be an added burden to an 
already overworked staff.  We hope our 
students are quick learners who can 
expand the work of the staff so that the 
experience beneficial for all.   

STUDENTS - APPLICATION, INTERVIEW  
AND PLACEMENT MEETING
The student application process runs from November 15 through February 15.  Applicants participate 
in group screening interviews conducted by graduate student assistants.  If they are accepted into 
the program, they continue with a group placement meetings with Felicia Johnson-O’Brien, Assistant 
Director of the SSLP.

Site visit - Kankakee - Azzarelli Clinic
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JANUARY- MARCH

CLUBS - ARRANGEMENTS FOR ROOM AND BOARD
Clubs arrange room and board for the student with alumni families or at the site.  This includes providing all 
meals with host families or at the site.  Sometime students serve in their local communities and live at home.

CLUBS – ARRANGEMENTS FOR TRANSPORTATION
In anticipation of the summer, clubs make arrangements for:
Meeting the student upon arrival.
Student’s transportation to and from the worksite, if necessary.
If a student is required to bring a car, the Club provides a stipend for gas.

STUDENTS - CONTRACT SIGNING
When students are at the top of the list for a site, they receive an email offer to commit to the site.  If they 
are ready to commit, they meet with Andrea Smith Shappell, Director of the SSLP, to sign a contract, waiver, 
and discuss the next steps of contacting the site supervisor and club contact person.

APRIL

STUDENTS - COURSE WORK
The majority of students take the course THEO 33936: Confronting Social Issues, which includes two 
classroom sessions in April, reading and writing assignments in the summer, and three follow-up discussions 
in the fall semester.

Students who choose to do a second SSLP take a Directed Readings course in their major or minor. These 
students meet with their professor in the spring semester to prepare a reading list, do the reading and 
writing over the summer and then complete a major research paper in the fall semester.

MID-MAY THROUGH AUGUST

CLUBS - HOSTING IN THE SUMMER
The Club Contact Person is in communication with the SSLP student(s) making arrangements for their arrival, 
offering a welcome orientation when they arrive and meeting with them every two weeks during the SSLP. Our 
hope is for Club members to engage the student(s) in discussion of social concerns and to visit the student at the 
site at least once.

SITES — OrientaTion and Supervision
Site Supervisors are integral in the service-learning pedagogy. Students learn from relationships and discussions 
at the site and hopefully contribute toward the mission and work of the site, too. When students arrive on site 
an orientation for the students is critical so that they understand the mission of the organization as well as their 
specific responsibilities.

During the summer students need a regular check-in time with their supervisor. If a problem arises, supervisors 
communicate the concern to the Notre Dame Club contact person and the SSLP office.

STUDENTS 
Students are expected to maintain an attitude of service during the eight weeks of working with the site as well as 
while living with families or in community at the site.  For the eight weeks, students need to keep the site as the 
top priority, the alumni club events as the second priority, and all other activities in their life as third priority.

LATE AUGUST- SEPTEMBER

CLUBS - EVALUATION AND PAYMENT
Clubs complete the electronic evaluation form at the end of the summer and send the scholarship check to the 
Center for Social Concerns by October 1.

SITES — Evaluation
Sites are asked to complete the electronic evaluation form at the end of the summer.

STUDENTS - RETURNING  
TO CAMPUS
Students submit their final paper to 
the Center for Social Concerns and 
send a copy to their Notre Dame 
Club contact person and their site 
supervisor.  SSLP staff and graduate 
student assistants engage the students 
in individual debriefing meetings as 
well as small group discussions of the 
course.  All students are encouraged 
to continue the learning of the SSLP 
by getting involved in the local 
community, taking relevant courses, or 
doing research related to the work of 
their site.

Site visit - South Dakota - St. Francis House
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An AmeriCorps Education Award of $1,132 was available to Summer Service Learning Program students  
in 2011.  We are able to offer this award through the Catholic Network of Volunteer Service.  To receive  
the award, students must: 

• Attend the AmeriCorps orientation at the Center for Social Concerns in April.

• Serve for at least 300 hours and document the hours on appropriate forms. 

• Ask site supervisors for evaluations and approval of hours worked.

• Turn in all evaluations, member story, and time records to the Center for Social Concerns by September 1.

This year 102 students participated in the AmeriCorps Educational Award, receiving a total of $115,464 in 
scholarships.

After Jim Andrew’s death in 1980, his partner at Universal Press Syndicate, John 
McMeel, his wife, Kathleen Andrews, and Richard Conklin, then Assistant Vice 
President for Public Relations and Information at the University, established 
the James F. Andrews Endowment as a unique and fitting memorial for a 
compassionate man who studied, wrote about, and acted upon the social 
problems of his time.  Contributors to the fund have included a number 
of the creators and writers associated with Andrews McMeel Universal.  

Notre Dame Clubs sponsor students with a $2,300 Social Concerns 
Scholarship. Many of the smaller Clubs are unable to generate enough 
funding for the full amount of the scholarship, so the Andrews Fund 
provides $1,200.  Larger Clubs have asked for assistance so that they 
can sponsor multiple students.

Since 1981 the James F. Andrews Scholarship Fund has awarded a total of 
2,169 Social Concerns Scholarships.

The hope is that the SSLP will affirm the students’ talents and gifts in service with 
others.  In this way, the SSLP works as Jim Andrews did, drawing out the gifts and 
talents of young people.

 

This year’s speaker at the Andrews Dinner was Chuck Lennon who served as Executive Director of the Notre Dame 
Alumni Association from 1981 to his retirement this summer.  We honored and thanked Chuck for his support of 
the Summer Service Learning Program throughout his tenure with the Alumni Association.  After a pilot year of five 
SSLP students with five Notre Dame Clubs in 1980, Chuck, Dick Conklin, then Assistant Vice President for Public 
Relations and Information at the University, Fr. Don McNeill, CSC, then Executive Director of the Center for Social 
Concerns, came together with the idea of expanding the number of students and Notre Dame Clubs involved in 
the SSLP with a proposal to Kathleen Andrews, John and Susan McMeel for the establishment of the James F. 
Andrews Memorial Scholarship Fund.  As the funding assistance for the Notre Dame Clubs increased through the 
growth of the Scholarship Endowment, the SSLP has flourished, growing to 117 Notre Dame Clubs, 171 sites and 
227 students with 165 Andrews Scholars this year.

We appreciate Chuck’s passion and belief in the Summer Service Learning Program, just one of the innovative 
programs that awakened Notre Dame Clubs to community engagement in the years that Chuck served as 
Executive Director of the Alumni Association.

Introduction of Chuck Lennon by his grandson, Luke, a 2010 Andrews Scholar:

As a freshmen at Notre Dame, I always had to stop 
and think when someone would ask, “Are you Chuck 
Lennon’s grandson?” Not because I suffer from 
amnesia, but because he’s always been, to me, “Da.” 

People often confess to me that my grandfather’s 
enthusiasm is infectious. I hope you all experienced 
the enthusiasm of the Notre Dame Clubs who 
sponsored you and that this zest for life led you to 
love the people you were with and filled them with 
hope. The great people I have met in my life are great 
because they fostered in me the idealism, affection, or 
enthusiasm they had about their own lives, particularly, 
Da. This is, to me, what service is all about—literally 
infecting people with your own gratitude for living. 
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What makes the SSLP so great is the stories you leave with. The stories I am talking about take an entire summer 
to learn, and you could never articulate them in passing conversation. You know the stories of those you listened to 
at your sites. You listened as they told you their tale. That is the greatest thing you can do for someone else, to let 
them give you their story and be a part of it.  When people tell me how great Chuck Lennon is, I know it’s because 
he took time to learn their story. 

Today I finished my letter of intent for Teach for America. In it I named five of the young men I taught in Buffalo, 
NY during my SSLP. I will never let go of their story because it is a precious gift that I received from them.   I 
learned the importance of people’s stories from Da.  This learning was reinforced as I participated in the SSLP, the 
growth of which Da promoted among the Notre Dame Clubs in the many years he served as Executive Director 
of the Alumni Association.  With great admiration, I introduce to you a man whose story has shaped my life and 
countless others who call Notre Dame home, Chuck Lennon. 

Excerpts from Chuck Lennon’s talk at the Andrews Dinner:

When you chose to come to Notre Dame, you didn’t make a four year decision but a 64 year decision.  You chose 
a place that says, if you come here, we will help you become the best you can be.  I know you will make this a 
better university.  You chose Notre Dame and the Notre Dame support network with over 270 alumni clubs … to 
help you keep the love and the fire in your hearts. 

You accepted Notre Dame’s challenge to greatness.  You are challenged by the faculty who teach you and 
challenged by your classmates who make you better today than you were yesterday.  But most of all, you are 
challenged to be yourself.  

You have been entrusted to be the public face of Notre Dame.  You have so many role models all of whom bought 
into the philosophy of integrity, vision, intelligence, persuasiveness, a great work ethic, and great communication 
skills.  Your goal is always to have a climate of excellence. 

The real Notre Dame is made up of real stories of real people over time. And we believe as Fr. Griffin has said, if 
you want to belong, you have to learn the myth.  You have to wrap your heart and your mind around it, you have 
to believe that the merest rocks of this place tell a story.  Behind the myth is the cast of hundreds working in loyalty 
for the Notre Dame of their dreams, in a love affair that lasts a lifetime.

You students try to please God and you try to dare to care. 

The word enthusiasm comes from the Greek vocabulary and it means to be with God.  Remember you can do 
anything if you have enthusiasm. Enthusiasm is the yeast that makes your hopes rise to the stars, the twinkle in your 
eyes, the gait of your walk, the grip of your handshake.  Enthusiasm serves as your will and your energy that helps 
you execute your ideas. Enthusiasts are fighters, they have staying qualities. It is at the bottom of all success. With 
it, there is success; without it, there are only alibies. 

As I look back to when my dad drove me to 
campus for the first time when I was ten years old 
until today, I feel a true sense of happiness, joy 
and thankfulness. My schooling was top notch 
and I learned that it is fun to be a Christian.

As in The Brothers Karamazov, let us agree that 
we shall never forget one another.  Even though 
we may be involved in the most important affairs 
or achieve great distinction or fall to suffering 
misfortune, all the same.  Let us never forget how 
good it was when we were all together united by 
a good and decent feeling which made us, for 
that time, a little better than we actually are.

Despite dramatic changes throughout the world, we 
continue to see a widening economic disparity between the 
rich and the poor.  The lack of basic resources, access to 
health, education and employment remains the challenge 
for developing and non-industrialized nations.  In nations 
marred by political conflict and violence, efforts of peace, 
reconciliation and democratization are slow and their effects 
are seen most clearly in the lives of the poor.

As we continue to face these and other global concerns, 
the need to educate students about their responsibility in 
our global community becomes ever apparent.  It becomes 
increasingly important to educate students willing to examine 
causes of poverty and to create links of solidarity across 
borders.

In the summer of 1998, the Center for Social Concerns 
initiated the International Summer Service- Learning Program 
(ISSLP).  This program is built on the tradition of international 
summer service projects developed by the Community of 
International Lay Apostolate (CILA) and the Center for Social 
Concerns starting in the 1960’s.

The ISSLP seeks to provide international service-learning 
experiences in social concerns inspired by Gospel values 
and Catholic social teachings.  Echoing the mission of the 
University, we seek to cultivate “a disciplined sensibility to the 
poverty, injustice and oppression that burden the lives of so 
many.  The aim is to create a sense of human solidarity and 
concern for the common good that will bear fruit as learning 
becomes service to justice.”

The 8-10 week internships are built into a three credit course (two credits in business and 
one in theology) which includes preparation and follow-up sessions in the spring and fall semesters, 
respectively.
