What to Bring to UNDERC 

Clothing 
Expect a wide range of weather conditions. Days will range from sunny and 80°F to cold rain and 35°F. Nights range from 30-60°. Frost is not uncommon. If you plan to work outside often, you must have clothing for a variety of conditions—i.e., rain gear and layers. When it warms up, you will want to have t-shirts, shorts, bathing suit, etc.

Insect repellent is a must. Make sure the repellent contains ca. 30% DEET (i.e., Deep Woods OFF). Insect head net s are also very useful.
Other supplies: Flashlight, batteries, pocket knife, filet knife, stamps, notebooks, pens, pencils, fishing gear, Michigan/Wisconsin fishing license, binoculars, camera, clock, radio, extension cord, sunscreen, sleeping bag and tent (though camping is NOT allowed on property). 
Living Environment You will be living either in 4 or 8 person apartments. Each apartment consists of either 1 or 2 bedrooms (2 bunkbeds/room) with kitchen, dining and living areas. You will need to bring your own towels and bed linens (twin-size mattress). Storage areas (e.g. for clothes and junk) are at a premium, as is space in the vehicles on the way to UNDERC. DO NOT plan on bringing your entire wardrobe. You may have as little as one drawer and about one foot of space for hangers, so plan accordingly. 

Washers and dryers are located in the washhouse and are free of charge. BYO detergent.
Food:

Plan your food carefully while you are at UNDERC because it is 40 minutes to the nearest decent grocery store.  All kitchenware is provided in each apartment (pots, pans, plates, etc.) It is a good idea to coordinate food purchases and preparation with others in your apartment.

There is one phone line dedicated to student and researcher use. Because there are many people that use this phone, your calls should be limited to 30 minutes per day.
