Directions to the University Village Complex

Arrival by air

The South Bend Regional Airport is about 15 minutes by car from the Notre Dame campus
(flights should be booked to South Bend, Indiana). From the airport, go east on Lincolnway
West (left out of the airport) to downtown South Bend. Turn left on Indiana 933 (Michigan
Street) and proceed to Douglas Road (you will pass the Notre Dame campus). Turn right
onto Douglas, and then turn left at University Village Drive. The Beichner Community
Center is across from Building H.

Visitors also can fly to Chicago and drive or take a bus to Notre Dame. The university is
about two hours by car from Chicago’s O'Hare International Airport and about 90 minutes
from Midway International Airport. From O'Hare, take 1-190 east out of the airport, merge
onto 1-90 east (the Kennedy Expressway) toward downtown Chicago and merge with 1-94
south (the Dan Ryan Expressway). Take the Skyway exit off the Dan Ryan and remain on |
90 to the Indiana Toll Road, which merges with 1-80. From the Illinois border, it is about 75
miles to Exit 77 (the South Bend/Notre Dame exit).

Arrival by car

From the north: The University Village Complex is located just across from the Indiana Toll
Road (Interstate 80/90) Exit 77. Exit 1-80/90 at Exit 77 and turn right onto Indiana 933.
Make a left at the next light (Douglas Road), then turn left at the University Village Complex
sign (University Village Drive). The Beichner Community Center is across from Building H.
From the south: Take U.S. 31 north which becomes Indiana 933 just south of the city of
South Bend. Stay on Indiana 933 through downtown South Bend to Douglas Road (you will
pass the Notre Dame campus). Turn right onto Douglas, and then turn left at the University
Village Complex sign (University Village Drive). The Beichner Community Center is across
from Building H.

Arrival by train

The South Shore Line (http://www.nictd.com/service/schedules.htm) trains run directly from
the Chicago Loop (corner of Michigan and Randolph) to South Bend Regional Airport in
South Bend (about a 2 hour trip). From the airport, the Notre Dame campus is
approximately a 15 minute ride by car. Various transportation methods are available (ie.
taxi, rental car). See above directions from the airport.

When you arrive, go to the office in the Beichner Community Center to register and
pick up your keys. If the office is not open, call the rector phone at 574-876-6787.
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
